Student Number  
 
Your Student Number is on your Student Card. You receive this when you enrol with the University. 
Your exam/assignment results are published using this number. This number forms the basis of all 
other numbers you will need.  

 

Library Borrower Number & PIN 

 
Your Library Borrower Number appears above the barcode on your student card.  
 

Your four digit Library PIN is sent to you via your student email or you can request it from the Library 
Help Desk. 
 

You use your Library Borrower Number and PIN: 
 

 To renew Library loans online or by phone. 
 

 To access the Kenrick Library you must have your Student Card - entry is via a security gate which 

reads the barcode.  

 

 To borrow or renew items in the Mary Seacole Library, the libraries at Gosta Green and Margaret 

Street and the Kenrick Library you must have your Student Card and PIN to use the self-issue     
terminals.   

 You also need your Library Borrower Number and PIN to use UCEEL - the digital library. 

There are four sets of numbers you need. These are: 
 

 Student Number 
 Library Borrower Number & PIN 
 Network Username & Password 
 Photocopying/Printing Username & PIN 
 

All of your student usernames are based on the numbers in your student number.
